West Nile—Mosquito Roadside Fogging June 29  

West Nile virus is transmitted through mosquitos and can have life threatening complications. In 2019 according to the 

Colorado Department of Public Health and Environment, there were 33 total cases reported and two deaths in Delta 

County—around 25% of the total cases and deaths in the State of Colorado.  West Nile is to be taken seriously and 

there are easy ways to protect yourself and your family:  

1. Use an effective insect repellant when outside  

2. Wear long sleeves, pants, and socks in areas where mosquitos are active 

3. Stay inside, or take extra steps to avoid mosquitos (step 1 & 2) at dawn and dusk when mosquitos are most 

active 

4. Drain standing water around your house often! (flower pots, clogged gutters, toys, tires, cans, etc.) 

5. Treat standing water that can’t be drained, such as a pond, with larvacide. Both Big Johns and Cropworx carry 

larvacide for home use.  

The Town of Cedaredge contracts with Vector Disease Control International to apply a roadside fog-

ging three times each summer during peak mosquito season. The roadside fogging will be on June 

29 at dusk—please plan to be inside with your windows closed to protect yourself. In addition to 

roadside fogging. The Surface Creek Trail is treated with a barrier spray. This application targets 

adult mosquitos during their most active time of day.
